

















Extra-Curricular Provision

Westgate is an ‘Extended School’ and as such provides services to families in the local area
beyond the normal school day. We offer a wide range of extra curricular activities both
during and after school. The activities cover many aspects of education including; sport,
drama and dance, gardening and ICT. We review the clubs regularly so that the needs of
our current pupils are met.

Our extended facilities also include a Breakfast Club and an Out - of -School Club, for children
whose parents need childcare. Both breakfast and after school clubs are available on site.
This allows children to be cared for from 8.00 am to 8:45 am [when playground supervision
starts) and after school from 3:15 pm to 6:00 pm. The staff who deliver these sessions aim
to develop the skills and abilities of the children through safe, creative play and other
activities. More information and enrolment forms are available from the School Office.

Current costs are:

Breakfast Club: £3.50 per session

Out - of - School Club: £5.50 per session until 5pm
£7.50 per session until 6pm




Westgate Governing Body

School Governors play a vital role in ensuring that children are safe, well provided for and
achieve the best possible standards. The Governing Body is made up of people from a
variety of backgrounds and can be elected, nominated or co-opted. They are representative
of parents and teachers, the Local Education Authority and the local community. School
governors work with the Headteacher and are responsible for setting the strategic
direction of the school.

Meetings are held at least once each term and committees meet in addition to main body
meetings.

Friends of Westgate

All parents are automatically members of the Friends of Westgate School Association.
Friends of Westgate exist to help parents become involved in the life of the school. They
arrange various functions during the year which include an A.G.M in the early part of the
Autumn term, a Christmas Fayre, a sponsored event in the Spring term and a Summer
Fayre.

These events raise money, which enables the Friends of Westgate to provide equipment
that would not otherwise be available to the school. Other events take place during the
year and have included in the past; discos, car boot sales, concerts and talks.

The Friends of Westgate have successfully supported the school providing equipment for
the play ground, creating the school allotments as well as computers and other electronic
equipment. If you can, do come and join in. Any offers of assistance will be gratefully
received.




Gifted and Talented Pupils
All children have their own unique strengths and, at Westgate, we work hard to develop
these in all our children. Where a child is particularly gifted academically or talented in a
specific area, we would work with parents and appropriate agencies

to develop their full potential. At all times the needs of the
children, whatever their ability, are catered for through
careful planning and differentiation of set tasks. Setting

is often used higher up the school for Maths and English,
this allows for the more able pupils to work with other
pupils of similar ability. All our children are tracked on a
half - termly basis to ensure that they make good progress.

School Initiatives
We are currently undertaking the Eco Schools certification and de-

veloping our Healthy Schools status. We have a school garden growing fruit and vegetables
and a healthy tuck shop. Our ‘Healthy School Week’ in Summer 2008 gave children the op-
portunity to take part in dance, exercise, cooking, making healthy snacks and generally
have a wonderful time.

Access and Inclusion

We aim to provide an environment which enables access for all pupils regardless of their
need. Our buildings have ramped entrances and all classrooms as well as our disabled
toilet are on the ground floor level, allowing excellent access for all pupils and adults. We
have two halls, a library (currently undergoing refurbishment), ICT suite, 7 classrooms, 1
SENCO room, offices, staffroom and dining halls.

The infant classes (Foundation, Year 1 and Year 2] are located in the east wing of the
school, they are quite self-contained with their own toilet and washroom facilities. They
also have their own outside classroom, designed by a Royal Horticultural Society Award
Winner - Simon Venn. The outside classroom has a canopied area allowing year round use.
The infant school also has its own ‘wet area, much used for messy tasks such as painting,
potting plants and cookery.

Our 4 junior classes (Year 3/4, 4/5 and 6, together with our Sparkle Group]) are located in
the west wing.

We also have a Pre-School on site. The Pre-School joins us for all major functions and
celebrations. Westgate Pre-school takes children from 2 years 9 months to school age and
offers facilities and provision for children with a range of abilities and Special Educational
Needs. The key focus is on play and experience.




School Council

In order to develop children’s citizenship skills and give them a say in what they feel is
right for our school we have an elected School Council. All the pupils at the school are
given a chance to vote for a boy and girl from their year group after reading their Manifesto.

The Council represents the pupils and puts forward new ideas, suggestions and ways of
solving problems. The School Council tuck shop which sells healthy snacks is open every day.

Westgate Primary School is a fantastic school and we all love it! The teachers here are
really GREAT and help us when we need it.

We get a good education at our school . We do lots of fun activities here like; PE, History,
Geography, Science, PSHE, RE, ICT, French and Music. We also have specialist teachers that
come to our school to teach Dance, Piano, Guitar and Football. We go out on lots of visits
and have lots of lunch and after school clubs like; Drama, African dance and music, Sports
and Swimming. We also have a school gardening club where we grow our own healthy
produce and compost our organic waste.

We have our very own ICT suite consisting of 18 computers and every classroom has at
least one of their own, as well as a smart board. Year 6 have brand new laptops.

Everyday at break time we have a healthy tuck shop selling fruit and snacks.
Our school is also an Award winning Eco School, which we all enjoy taking part in.

The School Council has two pupils from each class and they represent the pupil’s ideas and
thoughts. We discuss new ideas and plans to help improve our school.

Home - School Communication

The school communicates with parents/carers in
various ways e.g. newsletters, questionnaires,
interviews and informal evenings. Information is
also placed on our website. We send out
newsletters at least twice a term. These will tell
you the dates of events in the future, what we
have done in the past and what we are trying

to do now! All correspondence from school will

be sent home via the children. Please let your
children know that you want to see any letters
from school and encourage them to deliver letters
to you as soon as possible, they may be important.

Parents and carers are invited to Achievers’ Assembly which

takes place every Friday morning from 9.10am until 9.45am, unless otherwise informed.
Parents’ Evenings are held throughout the year, and each year parents and carers are
invited to attend our sports day

and open evenings as well as children’s performances.

The school has an ‘open door’ policy which means that parents and carers are always
welcome in the school, however we do ask you to sign in at the school reception area first,
whenever you come into school. It is important for the safety of the children that we know
at all times who is on the school site during school hours.

Teachers are available everyday in the playground before and after school to discuss any
immediate concerns with parents on an informal basis. Alternatively, you can ring the
school office to make an appointment.

We are committed to involving parents and families in the life of the school. Communication
is a two-way process. We will always endeavour to keep you up to date about your child’s
progress. We would ask that you inform us about the ‘ups and downs’ in your child’s life so
that we can provide appropriate help and support. If you or your child have problems or
worries please contact the class teacher, or Head teacher so that they can be resolved. Little
worries are more difficult to sort out when they have grown into big ones.

If your child is ill, please let the school know as soon as possible on the first day of
absence by ringing the school office. The office is staffed from 8.00 a.m. or voice mail can
be left at any time.
